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Child and dependent cae credit

If you paid someone to care for a child or dependent so that you could
work this yearyou may be able to claim a child and dependent care
credit on your federal income tax return. Claiming the credit would
allow you to reduce your tax by a percentage of the amount of expenses
incurred for child care services for a dependent under age 13 or for a
dependent of any age who is incapable of self-care.

The credit is intended to help cover your child-care expenses so you can
work or look for work, and depending on your income, the credit could
range from 20 to 35 percent of your qualifying expenddge maximum
qualifying expenses for the credit is $3,000 for taxpayers with one quali
fying child and $6,000 for taxpayers with two or more qualifying-chil
dren. If you receive dependent care benefits from your emplinger
expenses you claim for the credit must be reduced by that amount.

In addition, if you are married, both you and your spouse must be
employed or searching for employment, unless either of you is a student
K®r is mentally or physically incapable of self-care.

Additional requirements also apply:

® Your filing status must be single, head of household, married filing
néointly or qualifying widow(er) with a dependent child.
