In order
for a business expense to be deductible, it must be both ordinary (common and accepted in
INGour trade or business) and necessary (helpful and appropriate for your trade or business).

- Expenses used to figure the cost of goods sold - Some of the expenses you incur if your
business manufactures products or purchases them for resale may be included when you fig
ure the cost of goods sold. Expenses used in figuring the cost of goods sold cannot also be
deducted as business expenses.

- Capital expenses - Costs associated with going into business, business assets, and busines
improvements must be capitalized, not deducted, as they are a part of your investment in
your business.

- Personal expenses - Personal and living expenses generally cannot be deducted, unless yol

have an expense that is part business/part personal, in which case you can only deduct the
business part as a business expense.

- Business use of your home - If you use part of your home for your business, you may be
