Grandpa Ben

My Grandpa Ben and my father, Frances, started
Niehaus Planing Mill 73 years ago - the origin of our
business today.  Ben Niehaus was an inventive sort
and very skilled with mill machinery.  He loved
working with farmers.  Ben would be down at the
mill at 5:30 in the morning turning binder rollers for
the wheat farmers and hot bed sashes for the melon
farmers, in addition to planing their rough lumber.

Grandpa Ben’s inventiveness sometimes got him into big trouble.  Clayton
Miller, his long-time mill assistant, told this story on him.  In the 1940’s plastic
wood for filling holes in wood was just being marketed.  Well, Grandpa Ben
tried to fix his false teeth with plastic wood.  As Clayton explained it, it was
quite a mess trying to get the teeth and plastic wood out of his mouth.

I remember working in the old mill shop during
my grade school and high school years.
Grandpa Ben was a genius with the mill machin-
ery.  We had a five-head moulding machine with
hundreds of knives to fit it, hanging on the wall.
He would spend a half day setting up this
moulding machine with certain knives on the
five heads, depending of what moulding he was going to run.  I especially
enjoyed watching him run the wide crown mouldings.

In 1944, after my father died, Grandpa became a real part of our family and was
a real father figure to me.  He lived next to the corner house at 10th and Vigo
Streets, which was a block from the lumber company and our house on 10th and
Broadway.  My mother would invite him to eat Sunday dinner at our house with
her, my sister Sonie, and me.  I will always remember sometime in the late
1940’s, after school one day when we were at the lumber company, Grandpa
leaned over and whispered in my ear “One day you will head up this company.”

Grandpa loved to fish and on many occasions, I would get to go with him.  He
had one favorite fishing hole - “Rusch’s Pond” - owned by Louie, Dick and Joe
Rusch.  He would always call Betty, Louie’s wife, and ask permission before he
went fishing at the pond.   This was a special time - just Grandpa and me.  

This last fall it seemed as if history was repeating itself.  I was fishing with Ben
again - my grandson - while we were at our cabin at Kentucky Lake.  This Ben
is the son of David and Maggie Niehaus.  I hope over the next few years that I
will be able to make more time to fish with all my grandchildren, and let them
get to know me, as I did my Grandpa Ben.
